To whom it may concern,  
 
I urge the LUPC to reject any proposals that Wolfden submits. They should have been rejected the first time rather than 
being allowed to withdraw and resubmit their proposal. Actually, if someone on the LUPC could point out to me where 
in state law it allows the LUPC to inform someone who submits a proposal that their proposal will be rejected unless 
they voluntarily withdraw it I would appreciate it. It very well may be allowed, but I have not been able to find it. More 
to the point, Wolfden is not to be trusted. If you look at their proposal for mining exploration in Pembroke, Maine (June 
9, 2021), which was approved by the Maine DEP shortly after, Wolfden stated that they had an agreement with the 
mineral rights holder to conduct exploration. I am one of the land owners who was involved in the battle in Pembroke 
and they never provided me, or anyone else I have spoken with, including the DEP, or their employee at the time, John 
Breedlove, with any written legal proof of their agreement with the mineral rights holder that they stated they had in 
their Exploration Plan. It was not until five months later, in the Fall of 2021, when they filed mineral rights Deeds with 
the state that they provided any proof that they had any right to the mineral rights in the area. When I asked a DEP 
employee about why the DEP approved the proposal in June I was told that it was because the DEP took the mining 
company at their word and accepted the proposal at face value. Mining companies have a history of making promises of 
economic prosperity, generating an enormous amount of profit for themselves, getting caught polluting and paying 
paltry fines, and continuing on with business as usual. Based on my experiences in dealing with Wolfden they do the 
bare minimum and don't seem any different from any other mining company. I believe they only want to get the 
rezoning approved so that they can sell the land at a significant profit to a larger mining company, pass the massive 
profits on to their board members, and walk away from the project. At that point any promises they have made about 
high paying jobs or anything else will be null and void. They push out press releases to mining investment websites 
stating that they have significant support from the locals in the area, but as far as I know that is not the case. I spent 
over a year of my life dealing with these people and my experience was that they tell whoever they are talking to what 
they think that person wants to hear. I don't think that Maine should allow a company like that to even attempt to do 
business in the state. If we can't trust them to do the right thing now then how can we trust them to do the right thing 
later.

Dear LUPC, 

I own property on the east side of Upper Shin Pond not far from the proposed Wolfden project. Since purchasing my 
land in 1999, I have spent as much time as possible here and consider it my de facto home. Although I may not presently 
be a formal voting resident, I plan to retire in a few years and become one. Those who know me can attest to my sincere 
passion for Mount Chase and the surrounding area. I am also very familiar with the Pickett Mountain area and the 
surrounding woods having spent a fair amount of time in that area. 

I have reviewed the information that has been made available on the LUPC Wolfden project website as of this date. 
Based on the very limited details that have been provided, I am concerned that this project fails to meet the 
requirements outlined in 12 M.R.S.A., Section 685‐A(8‐A) paragraph b. This requirement is very clear: “The change in 
districting will have no undue adverse impact on existing uses or resources or a new district designation is more 
appropriate for the protection and management of existing uses and resources within the affected area.”  

Specifically, the information provided does not support that there will be no undue adverse impact on existing 
resources. Additionally, a heavy metals mine clearly is not more appropriate for the protection of existing resources 
within the affected area. The applicant has failed to provide any evidence to the contrary. Unless the applicant is 
afforded a variance by LUPC, I see no evidence that this districting change request is compliant with this important 
regulation and should be denied. 

There is no argument that Maine desperately needs economic development, especially the northern Penobscot / 
southern Aroostook region. Our area of the State has suffered years of decline as young people have left for 
opportunities elsewhere. Good jobs have eroded. Unfortunately, the Wolfden mining project will not solve this. It simply 
will not provide long term security or prosperity to our area. There are other business solutions that our area should 
consider that carry little or no environmental or economic risk.  

We have a tremendous and beautiful resource here in Mount Chase. We also have a tremendous responsibility to care 
for this resource so it can be passed down to future generations. We are stewards of the future. LUPC has a critical role 
in this stewardship. 

As with most hard decisions, what ultimately should be considered is the risk verses reward calculus. In my opinion, the 
environmental and economic risks of this project far outweigh any temporary rewards being promised. This project is 
finite and is also not compliant with 12 M.R.S.A., Section 685‐A(8‐A) paragraph b. This is why it is my sincere hope that 
LUPC denies this districting change request. Thank you for considering my thoughts and concerns as you make your 
decision.

My name is Bill Bridgeo, and I am writing in strong opposition to Wolfden’s proposed rezoning of its 
land near Pickett Mountain to allow mining. I sent LUPC two letters during Wolfden’s previous 
rezoning effort and plan to send additional comments on the flaws with this proposal as well. I also 
represent District 60 (part of Augusta) in the Maine House of Representatives, although I am sending 
this letter as a private citizen. 
 
My primary concern in sending this letter is to ensure that LUPC makes adequate provision for public 
comment during the rezoning petition hearings. I know that LUPC typically holds hearings in the 
vicinity of the project in question, and I understand the rationale for this. However, the Katahdin 
Region is an important area for Mainers from across the state. The resources at risk include State 
Heritage Fish Waters with some of the best fishing I have ever experienced. I still fish Mud Lake and  
Pleasant Lake, as I have been doing for decades, though I have lived in Central Maine now for many 
years. These waters belong to all of us, not just to Wolfden. 
 
In addition, having just finished the legislative session as a member of the Environment and Natural 
Resources Committee, I can tell you that legislators from across the state are interested and concerned 
about mining. One of the most important bills we dealt with (LD 1363) concerned Maine’s mining law. 
Legislators reflect the views of their constituents, many of whom care about making sure unscrupulous 
and unqualified mining companies do not damage this beautiful state. 
 
Therefore, in addition to providing opportunity for public comment near the Katahdin Region, I 
strongly encourage LUPC to hold an evening hearing in a central location to ensure that the 
Commission hears testimony from the broad range of citizens considered about Wolfden’s proposed 
mine. Bangor would be a reasonable place to hold such a hearing. 
 
I have also read that the Penobscot Indian Nation has intervened in opposition to Wolfden’s proposed 
mine. A Bangor location would likely make it easier for tribal members to testify than if the only 
opportunities to do so are in far northern Maine. 
 
Thank you for your consideration of this matter. I look forward to submitting additional comments on 
this issue to LUPC and to testifying in person at the upcoming hearing. Please let me know if you have 
any questions.

Dear Commissioners, 

My family owns two camps north of Patten near Pickett Mountain. As a local landowner and taxpayer I 

am opposed to the proposed Wolfden mine. I believe the establishment of a metal mine is incompatible 

with the surrounding land use of the region and therefore the proposal does not justify a change in 

zoning. Importantly, I am very much opposed to the proposed Wolfden mine for the following primary 

reasons: 

• The unavoidable increase in light pollution that will result from the operation of the mine should 

it be approved 

• Potential for irreparable harm to the state designated heritage fisheries in this watershed via 

contamination of freshwater streams, lakes, and wetlands 

• Increase in noise pollution including the ingress and egress of the necessary heavy machinery 

and construction vehicles that will be ongoing during the 10 years of operation if the mine is 

approved 

• Threats to native wildlife in the vicinity of Pickett Mountain including moose and threatened 

Canada lynx 

• Negative effects on the idyllic landscape and wilderness setting for which this region is widely 

known and appreciated 

My family bought our land three years ago largely as a consequence of the establishment of Katahdin 

Woods and Waters National Monument (KWW). Northeast Maine, including Baxter State Park (and 

environs), KWW, Allagash Wilderness, the North Maine Woods, and the Mt. Chase area, collectively, is 

one of two remaining wilderness regions in northeastern United States (the other being Adirondack 

State Park in New York). One compelling reason for the public’s support of the establishment of KWW 

was the significant increase in outdoor recreation opportunities KWW would prompt thereby 

contributing to the region’s economic development. My family is proof that this vision is coming to 

fruition. The past three summers we have spent considerable time here and have contributed thousands 

of dollars to the local community through property taxes, equipment and supply purchases, camping 

fees, fishing trips, contractual work, food and dining, fuel, etc. Like many, we are drawn to this area for 

its exceptional fishing, hiking, wildlife watching and camping opportunities. I can say with confidence 

that our family would not have chosen this area in which to establish our summer roots, and therefore 

would not have made our contributions to the local economy, had this mine been in operation when we 

were searching for a long-term outdoor oriented setting. I know we are not alone.  



One major asset of this region that seems under-appreciated is its designation as an International Dark 

Sky Sanctuary (https://www.darksky.org/our-work/conservation/idsp/sanctuaries/katahdin-woods-and-

waters-national-monument/) – the only Sanctuary in the eastern United States. Light pollution from a 

mine will affect the entire region and will be visible from Baxter State Park and KWW threatening this 

important designation which has already proven economically beneficial. 

As natural areas in the northeast continue to be developed and fragmented, the future economic value 

of this region lies in its ability to become an exceptional wilderness recreation destination. Being a 

natural resource professional and local landowner, I firmly believe that the region’s potential as a remote 

outdoor destination has only begun to be realized by outdoor enthusiasts across the northeast. The 

establishment of a metal mine here is incompatible with this land use vision. Importantly, its approval 

will set precedent for subsequent incompatible land use changes. Sacrificing the future economic 

development of this region for a short-term mining operation would be disastrous and could have 

detrimental consequences for decades to come long after the mine has been abandoned as has been 

proven elsewhere time and time again. What this region needs is a long-term comprehensive 

recreational land use plan that embraces its unique wilderness setting and emphasizes economic 

development attractive to America’s youth – not a metal mining operation.

Definitely not places you’ll want your kids riding their bikes on, that’s for sure, and most certainly no longer a 
tourist destination.  

 

Wolfden argues we can have the land back after they take what they want from it. Who wants some polluted mountain 
that is continuing to leach toxic chemicals into the water table once they’re gone? A water table that will lead to our 
wells at home. Water that runs into all the rivers and streams, killing our fish and wildlife, killing ourselves. 

 

As I’ve said, I’ve lived and worked here nearly my entire life. It’s not always been an easy thing to do. Life is a bit tough 
here at times, the pay isn’t always great and the expenses are many, but I’ve always loved it here. I love the mountain 
and the forest, the lakes and the streams, the endless possibility for adventure, and all the wildlife in which it contains. 
I’ve fought to stay here and I’ll continue to fight for as long as I can. If this mine does get approved… it breaks my heart, 
but that will be it and we will leave. I can’t stand the thought of staying and watching my home be destroyed by 
pollution and people applaud them because they think their going to get some money out of it.
