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1. Seen in flocks running the
beach surf when feeding.

2. Long wavy-edged edible
seaweed found washed up on
beaches after storms. Many kelp
can grow to over 100-feet long!

3. This large moon-shaped snail
uses its radula, a rasp-like
tongue, to drill holes in its prey.

4. Has five legs with hundreds of
tube feet that provide a suction
grip for pulling apart clams and
mussels.
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
