A. [bookmark: _Toc367174723][bookmark: _Toc397069191]Purpose and Background

The Office of the State Treasurer (OST) is seeking proposals to provide the Unclaimed Property program physical and electronic custody services as defined in this Request for Proposal (RFP) document.  This document provides instructions for submitting proposals, the procedure and criteria by which the awarded Bidder will be selected, and the contractual terms which will govern the relationship between the State of Maine (State) and the awarded Bidder.

The State Treasurer is the administrator of the Unclaimed Property program (per M.R.S.A. Title 33, Chapter 45), and is responsible for identifying, collecting, safekeeping, and returning unclaimed property to citizens, including securities and securities-related property.  The awarded Bidder will be responsible for custody of securities, dividend and interest collections, corporate action reporting, asset tracking by original delivery date, and accounting for all activities for all issues held.  A list of assets held as of June 30, 2023 is included in Appendix G.

B. [bookmark: _Toc367174724][bookmark: _Toc397069192]General Provisions

1. From the time the RFP is issued until award notification is made, all contact with the State regarding the RFP must be made through the RFP Coordinator.  No other person/ State employee is empowered to make binding statements regarding the RFP.  Violation of this provision may lead to disqualification from the bidding process, at the State’s discretion.
2. Issuance of the RFP does not commit the Department to issue an award or to pay expenses incurred by a Bidder in the preparation of a response to the RFP.  This includes attendance at personal interviews or other meetings and software or system demonstrations, where applicable.
3. All proposals must adhere to the instructions and format requirements outlined in the RFP and all written supplements and amendments (such as the Summary of Questions and Answers), issued by the Department.  Proposals are to follow the format and respond to all questions and instructions specified below in the “Proposal Submission Requirements” section of the RFP.
4. Bidders will take careful note that in evaluating a proposal submitted in response to the RFP, the Department will consider materials provided in the proposal, information obtained through interviews/presentations (if any), and internal Departmental information of previous contract history with the Bidder (if any).  The Department also reserves the right to consider other reliable references and publicly available information in evaluating a Bidder’s experience and capabilities.
5. The proposal must be signed by a person authorized to legally bind the Bidder and must contain a statement that the proposal and the pricing contained therein will remain valid and binding for a period of 180 days from the date and time of the bid opening.
6. The RFP and the awarded Bidder’s proposal, including all appendices or attachments, will be the basis for the final contract, as determined by the Department.
7. Following announcement of an award decision, all submissions in response to this RFP will be public records, available for public inspection pursuant to the State of Maine Freedom of Access Act (FOAA) (1 M.R.S. § 401 et seq.).
8. The Department, at its sole discretion, reserves the right to recognize and waive minor informalities and irregularities found in proposals received in response to the RFP.
9. [bookmark: _Toc367174725][bookmark: _Toc397069193]All applicable laws, whether or not herein contained, are included by this reference.  It is the Bidder’s responsibility to determine the applicability and requirements of any such laws and to abide by them.

C. Eligibility to Submit Bids

Bidders eligible to submit bids must: 

1. Be authorized to do business in Maine.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk151447131]The Bidder must participate or have a business relationship with one or more firm(s) that participate(s) in DTCC, DWAC, DRS, NSCC, ACATS, Fund/SERV, Fedwire, foreign depository, or similar services that enable Bidder to establish, maintain, and transfer foreign and domestic securities directly from reporting organizations or their agents and deliver the same to claimants.
3. In addition to the Standard Security Investors Protection Corporation (“SIPC”) protection, the Bidder must have, or agree to secure, insurance protection in an amount equal to the value of the securities held throughout the term of the Agreement. Proof that such insurance is maintained must be furnished to the Department on award and at least once per calendar year.
4. Either the Bidder, or one of the Bidder’s subcontractors, must be a Bank or a Broker
a. If the Bidder or Bidder’s subcontractor is a Bank, they must be a federally insured commercial bank and comply with all federal and state laws and regulations.
b. If the Bidder or Bidder’s subcontractor is a Broker, the Broker assigned to this contract must be registered with Financial Industry Regulatory Authority(“FINRA”) and/or the Securities and Exchange Commission (“SEC”) and must provide proof of registration number(s).

The Department is seeking a cost-efficient proposal to provide services, as defined in the RFP, for the anticipated contract period defined in the table below.  Please note, the dates below are estimated and may be adjusted, as necessary, in order to comply with all procedural requirements associated with the RFP and the contracting process.  The actual contract start date will be established by a completed and approved contract.

A. Minimum Requirements

1. Meet all legal and regulatory requirements of all appropriate departments and agencies of Federal and State Government as appropriate for the services being provided.

2. Adapt to reasonable changes in State systems, procedures, technology, and needs.

3. Provide internal controls to safeguard funds, accounts, and confidential data.

4. Communicate to and seek approval from authorized OST staff for any addition, change, modification, or deletion of any and all services, equipment, security, and processes covered by any contract resulting from this RFP.  

5. Employ disaster recovery plans and resources to adequately and completely protect all OST accounts and funds.

B. Scope of Work

1. Provide the Department access to a knowledgeable account representative (and sufficient back-up coverage) that is available and responsive to the State’s daily needs from at least 8:00 am to 5:00 pm local time.  This person shall be responsible for tracking all requests, providing status updates on submitted requests, and ensuring all requests have been addressed timely and satisfactorily.  

2. [bookmark: _Hlk137024405]Provide all reports and statements, in electronic (MS Excel) format, within five (5) business days of the last reporting day of the reporting period.  Statements shall include a record of all cash and share transactions for the preceding month, as well as a detailed listing of all current holdings with market values as of the end of the period.   

3. Wire all monies due the Department from the custody account no later than the third (3rd) business day of each month following posting or at any time upon the request of the Department.  

4. Provide electronic system access (internet-based or otherwise) to account information and transaction details, corporate history and activity, and reorganization information.  Real-time information is preferred but no later than next-day reporting is required.  The system must:

a. Provide a minimum of one-year historical account transaction data;
b. Provide the ability to download transaction data and asset holdings;
c. Provide the ability to retrieve and/or print online information;
d. Provide the ability to receive electronic batch stock transfer requests generated by the Department;
e. Provide electronic acknowledgement of transaction requests submitted electronically by the Department;
f. Provide electronic notification of mutual funds transfers when completed; 
g. Provide the Department access to online corporate history subscription service to search and review all pertinent data on restructurings, mergers, spin-offs, tenders, etc; and
h. Be available from at least 7:00 am to 6:00 pm, Monday through Friday local time, excluding State holidays.

5. Provide appropriate security as per OIT policies defined at: https://www.maine.gov/oit/policies-standards.  User Authentication:
a. All internal (State of Maine) users must consume authentication from the State Executive Branch Office 365 Active Directory.
b. OIT has launched an initiative for a centralized Enterprise Constituents Portal for citizens, businesses, and nonprofits. Once the Portal is fully operational, all existing externally facing applications are expected to consume external authentication and identity proofing from the Portal. This means that any product proposed by the Bidder under this RFP must conform to modern open standards for Authentication (such as, OpenID 2.0, OAuth 2.0, SAML 2.0, etc.). However, this item does NOT have a direct bearing upon the Cost Proposal in this RFP. Downstream of the Portal being operational, the awarded Bidder is expected to perform an impact assessment and follow the change management process in the contract resulting from this RFP for any additional effort and/or costs.

6. Maintain records of all transactions for a period of not less than ten (10) years.  

7. Provide a written and electronic monthly analysis of fees for each account and a line-item summary of all accounts.  The analyses shall accompany the invoice and detail the number of transactions, the unit price, and the total amount billed for each line item, along with a grand total of services provided for that statement period.  If there are multiple accounts, a consolidated statement must be provided as well.  

8. Maintain an automated system capable of accounting for a wide variety of securities which includes, but is not limited to, common and preferred stocks; dividend reinvestment plans; book entry; stock warrants and options; corporate, government, and municipal bonds; and mutual funds.

9. Provide a monthly electronic (MS Excel) file via encrypted email concerning securities (by CUSIP) received, transferred, beginning and updated account balances, and all corporate activity (including name or CUSIP changes, mergers, acquisitions, splits, reorganizations, dividends, redemptions, exchanges, etc.) for securities in OST’s account.

10. Provide separate accounting for the Department’s account and its accruals.

11. Have the capability of handling up to 4,000 transactions per year of small denominations of various securities.

12. Have the capability of receiving and holding stock in certificate form.  

13. Process non-certificated property such as mutual funds, book entry, and dividend reinvestment plan shares similarly to certificated shares.  

14. Transfer securities registered in the name of the Treasurer, State of Maine, into the Department’s nominee name, as well as transfer from the nominee name into the name determined to be the rightful owner by the Department within thirty (30) days from the date of request.  If any request for transfer exceeds thirty (30) days, the transfer shall be without fee to the Department or the rightful owner.

15. Collect and allocate all dividends and interest income by CUSIP to the Department’s account upon receipt.  The custodian must also be able to collect and allocate all stock splits, corporate actions and any other activity per CUSIP upon receipt.

16. Compute earnings history for a particular issue for a specified period of time for a specified number of shares, the number of computations to be unlimited.

17. Research unpublished and unknown items received by the Department as requested.

18. Monitor and collect proceeds for bonds upon maturity/call.

19. Execute sales of securities within ten (10) business days including liquidating mutual fund accounts upon instruction from the Department.

20. Accept electronic sale orders (Microsoft Excel) and provide an electronic turn-around file (same file with “Sale Date” and “Proceeds” [highlighted columns below] details provided for each item sold) with the report of sale proceeds within fifteen (15) days of the sale authorization.  A file sample is included below.  




21. Invest income daily from any sales and collection of dividends, interest, cash-in-lieu, etc. in a U.S. Government short-term money market fund.  The investment earnings and principal must be included in the monthly remittance to the Department.  

22. Upon completion of the awarded contract, the custodian must, at no cost to the Department or its portfolio: transfer all securities to the successor custodian; provide the successor custodian with all information related to the services; and respond to any questions from the Department or successor custodian related to the custodian’s prior administration of the portfolio.

23. [bookmark: _Hlk137024541]Monitor and reject back security positions to the holder which are non-freely transferable or worthless under the State’s definition of worthless securities.  Liquidate, at the State’s direction, security positions that are or become worthless while in the State’s custody.

PART IV 	PROPOSAL SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS

This section contains instructions for Bidders to use in preparing their proposals. The Department seeks detailed yet succinct responses that demonstrate the Bidder’s qualifications, experience, and ability to perform the requirements specified throughout the RFP.

The Bidder’s proposal must follow the outline used below, including the numbering, section, and sub-section headings.  Failure to use the outline specified in PART IV, or failure to respond to all questions and instructions throughout the RFP, may result in the proposal being disqualified as non-responsive or receiving a reduced score.  The Department, and its evaluation team, has sole discretion to determine whether a variance from the RFP specifications will result either in disqualification or reduction in scoring of a proposal.  Rephrasing of the content provided in the RFP will, at best, be considered minimally responsive.

Proposal Format and Contents 

Section I 	Preliminary Information (File #1)

1. Proposal Cover Page
Bidders must complete Appendix A (Proposal Cover Page).  It is critical that the cover page show the specific information requested, including Bidder address(es) and other details listed.  The Proposal Cover Page must be dated and signed by a person authorized to enter into contracts on behalf of the Bidder.

2. Responsible Bidder Certification
Bidders must complete Appendix B (Responsible Bidder Certification). The Responsible Bidder Certification must be dated and signed by a person authorized to enter into contracts on behalf of the Bidder.

3. Eligibility Requirements
Bidders must provide documentation to demonstrate meeting eligibility requirements stated in PART I, C. of the RFP. This documentation includes:

1. Proof of authorization to do business in Maine
2. Provide DTCC or similar Participant Number
3. Proof of SIPC membership

Section II	Organization Qualifications and Experience (File #2)

1. Overview of the Organization
Bidders must complete Appendix C (Qualifications and Experience Form) describing their qualifications and skills to provide the requested services in the RFP.  Bidders must include three examples of projects which demonstrate their experience and expertise in performing these services as well as highlighting the Bidder’s stated qualifications and skills.

2. Subcontractors 
If subcontractors are to be used, Bidders must provide a list that specifies the name, address, phone number, contact person, and a brief description of the subcontractors’ organizational capacity and qualifications.  

3. Organizational Chart 
Bidders must provide an organizational chart.  The organizational chart must include the project being proposed.  Each position must be identified by position title and corresponding to the personnel job descriptions.

4. Litigation 
Bidders must attach a list of all current litigation in which the Bidder is named and a list of all closed cases that have closed within the past five (5) years in which the Bidder paid the claimant either as part of a settlement or by decree.  For each, list the entity bringing suit, the complaint, the accusation, amount, and outcome.

5. Financial Viability
Bidders must provide a current copy of their Dun & Bradstreet Business Information Report Snapshot.

6. Certificate of Insurance 
Bidders must provide a certificate of insurance on a standard ACORD form (or the equivalent) evidencing the Bidder’s general liability, professional liability and any other relevant liability insurance policies that might be associated with the proposed services.
	
Section III	Proposed Services (File #3)

1. Services to be Provided

2. Scoring Process:  For proposals that demonstrate meeting the eligibility requirements in Section I, the evaluation team will use a consensus approach to evaluate and score Sections II & III above.  Members of the evaluation team will not score those sections individually but, instead, will arrive at a consensus as to assignment of points for each of those sections.  Sections IV, the Cost Proposal, will be scored as described below.

3. Scoring the Cost Proposal: The total cost proposed for conducting all the functions specified in the RFP will be assigned a score according to a mathematical formula.
