The IA used social media (Facebook, Instagram, YouTube) and paid digital advertising (Google Search, Google Display) to support its “Shop, Cook, and
Eat Healthy on a Budget” (SCE) social marketing campaign to drive users to the Maine SNAP-Ed website, home of the SCE social marketing campaign,
to find recipes, sign up to take a class, or sign up to receive texts. Active campaign channels combined achieved an 8.78% increase in impressions
from FY 2023, from 2,452,391 to 2,667,846. An additional 3,585,570 impressions were achieved through targeted TV ads airing the 30 second Maine
SNAP-Ed in Motion video.

Maine SNAP-Ed SHOP COOK EAT Healthy on a Budget social marketing campaign key messages were developed and emphasized repeatedly across
Maine SNAP-Ed social marketing channels in FY 2024. The three new key messages include:


1. Physical activity can help Maine families feel energized alongside healthy eating.
2. Shopping with Maine Harvest Bucks can help Maine families eat more healthy food on a budget.
3. Cooking with seasonally available foods can help save money.

SNAC subcommittees implemented two multi-sector initiatives in 2024. Federal Food Programs Subcommittee member organizations used
Instagram posts developed by another member organization to promote SUN Bucks (reaching 1,031 Mainers) and shared Hot Lunch Summer
campaign materials statewide. Members of the Wraparound Services Subcommittee distributed 54,131 postcards promoting Maine Harvest
Bucks (2,955 postcards redeemed at 23 farmers markets and 3 farm stands). Postcard redemption increased where the partnership with Maine
SNAP-Ed Nutrition Educators and Maine Senior FarmShare was promoted supporting the wraparound approach. A member organization implemented
Farm Fresh Rewards and had 14 participating stores including the first BIPOC owned/ethnic store.

SMART OBJECTIVE


By the conclusion of FY 2024 at least 60% of youth participating in direct education will report at least one improved health behavior as measured by
curriculum surveys.


University of New England


Analysis of FY 2024 post-series, self-report data from two youth curricula (N=1,643) indicated that 60% of youth improved at least one health behavior
after participating in a direct education intervention. The curricula analyzed were 10 Tips for Teens (n=383) and Food Smarts Kids (n=1,260). The
combined age range was 9-18 years old. The health behaviors measured were eating fruits and vegetables, drinking sugar-sweetened beverages,
engaging in physical activity, and for teens, reading nutrition labels. There was a 31% increase in vegetable consumption among children after
participating in an education series, and a 53% increase in reading nutrition facts/labels among teens.

Analysis of FY 2024 post-series, self-report data from two adult curricula (N=471) indicated that 63% of adults improved at least one health
behavior after participating in a direct education intervention. The curricula analyzed were 10 Tips for Adults (n=287) and Cooking Matters for Adults
(n=184). The health behaviors measured were use of MyPlate to make food choices, food resource management, and physical activity and reduced
sedentary behavior. There was a 21% increase in choosing healthy foods for the family on a budget after participating in an education series, and a
27% increase in adults reporting they shop with a list.

Nutrition Educators worked on 72 annual objectives across 10 PSE change strategies. In FY 2024, 42 community sites were impacted by new policy
(1), systems (19), or environmental (8) changes, for a total of 28 supports. New supports addressed both nutrition and physical activity (24 and 4,
respectively), reaching an estimated 9,600 Mainers. Additionally, 47 sites were impacted by maintained systems (8) and environmental (5) changes,
reaching an additional estimated 5,400 people. The most common supports were gleaning and physical activity point-of-decision prompts.  Across all
supports, there were over 33 promotional activities to encourage uptake of PSE changes.

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Goal 4: Strengthen workforce capacity for trauma-informed programming

The Trauma-Informed Resilience and Nourishment course developed by Leah’s Pantry is a foundational training about the role of trauma and adversity
in individual and community relationships to food. This training was selected to ensure workforce capacity and confidence in approaching direct
education and PSE change interventions with a trauma-informed lens. The course was launched synchronously in the spring of FY 2024 and was
required for all Nutrition Educators. To ensure continued training, the course was made available asynchronously and is a required activity in the
workforce onboarding process. By the conclusion of FY 2024, all Nutrition Educators completed the course.

SMART OBJECTIVE


By the conclusion of FY 2024 one training will be held to increase Nutrition Educator (NE) skills related to trauma-informed intervention delivery as
measured by post-training surveys.

One in-person training was held with the learning outcome: “Embrace a trauma-informed approach to implement SNAP-Ed programming.” In post-
training surveys, 90% of Nutrition Educators (NEs) reported increased confidence using a trauma-informed approach. Additionally, post-training survey
results from the newly required Special Olympics Inclusive Health Fundamentals Training indicated 78% of NEs had increased confidence working with
participants with intellectual and developmental disabilities. Ongoing evaluations to inform program quality improvement ask about confidence using
trauma-informed principles for both direct education and PSE changes, with results indicating 92% of NEs are confident, an increase from 81% and
78% in FY 2023, respectively.

In FY 2024, two success stories, highlighting gleaning initiatives and StoryWalks®, were accepted for publication to the SNAP-Ed Connection.

The lead evaluator is a member of the Race, Health, and Social Equity (RHSE) Committee and co-led the Framework 2.0
participatory workshop session held at the ASNNA Annual Meeting in collaboration with the ASNNA Leadership Team and the RHSE Committee.


The SA Senior Planner – SNAP-Ed/SNAP E&T Coordinator and the IA Program Manager participated on the FNS NERO Conference Planning Committee for
the in-person 2024 Annual Northeast SNAP-Ed Partners’ Meeting on April 30-May 2, 2024, in Boston, MA. At the meeting, the SA Special Projects Manager –
SNAP and IA Program Manager co-presented an overview of Maine SNAP-Ed. The IA Program Manager coordinated presentations with five states and
facilitated the plenary session, Equity Approaches in SNAP-Ed and also co-facilitated the breakout session, Inclusive Programming. The IA Project Assistant
presented Maine SNAP-Ed’s Race, Health, and Social Equity Practice Group as part of the Equity Approaches in SNAP-Ed session.

The EatFresh Online Nutrition Course asynchronous adult curriculum covers 15 topics addressing core nutrition principles and food resource
management skills. The IA promoted the EatFresh Online Nutrition Course to low-income zip codes in Aroostook County, an area of the state where
there has been a gap in programming for adults. Nine participants were reached in FY 2024. Six participants completed the course per fidelity
guidance (three or more modules). Two participants completed all 15 topic modules. A total of 58 modules were completed in aggregate. There was
an increase in participants from FY 2023, from three to nine participants.

Maine SNAP-Ed was able to leverage subrecipient organizations to strengthen partnerships established
with CBOs to reach and engage diverse communities across Maine. CBOs see SNAP-Ed programming as a valuable addition to services offered to
immigrant/refugee communities. CBOs value the flexibility, creativity, and coordination skills that Maine SNAP-Ed Nutrition Educators use to
accommodate the unique needs of immigrant, refugee, and asylee participants and plan to continue partnering with Maine SNAP-Ed in FY 2025.

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Program’s geographic breadth and demographic reach statewide across all implementing agencies and all approaches (direct education; policy, systems,
and environmental change initiatives (PSE); and social marketing):


Maine’s sole Implementing Agency (IA), the University of New England (UNE), subcontracted with 16 agencies across Maine in eight of nine Public Health
Districts, including the Wabanaki Public Health District, to hire 38 professionally trained Nutrition Educators. For the ninth public health district, Aroostook,
UNE directly hired two Nutrition Educators. Nutrition Educators partner with local community organizations serving people with low income to provide direct
education and implement policy, systems, and environmental (PSE) change interventions to increase nutrition and physical activity supports in their
communities.


In FY 2024, Nutrition Educators across Maine implemented evidence-based direct education for all age groups, selecting from a menu of nine curricula that
reached 21,746 Maine youth and adults. For each 1.0 FTE Nutrition Educator position, the subrecipient agency is required to implement two PSE change
objectives. Nutrition Educators worked on 72 annual objectives across 10 PSE change strategies resulting in 42 community sites impacted by 28 new PSE
changes reaching 9,600 Mainers and 47 sites impacted by 13 maintained PSE changes, reaching an additional 5,400 Maine people in communities with low
income.


At the state level, the Shop, Cook, and Eat Healthy on a Budget (SCE) social marketing campaign achieved 2,667,846 impressions. The IA used twice weekly
posts on Facebook and Instagram, YouTube videos, and paid digital advertising to reach participants in the 50 lowest income zip codes with SCE campaign
messages and lead them to the Maine SNAP-Ed website to find recipes, sign up for a class, and subscribe to receive text messages.


The program has addressed identified gaps in program reach, program access, and appropriateness by:


In FY 2024, the IA used digital advertising to promote the Maine SNAP-Ed Online Nutrition Course in Aroostook County where gaps in access to direct
education programming for adults were identified. The course can now be easily accessed through the Maine SNAP-Ed website. The Online Nutrition Course
is an asynchronous online adult curriculum that covers core nutrition principles and food resource management skills. Participants can take part in the
course on their own schedule and without the need for travel. In addition, the IA was not able to identify a subrecipient organization with the capacity to
manage SNAP-Ed funds and hire Nutrition Educators. As a result, the IA directly hired two Nutrition Educators, in the Central and Northern Regions, who are
successfully providing SNAP-Ed programming in Maine’s largest county.


Three community-based organizations (CBOs) that are part of the Race, Health and Social Equity (RHSE) Funding Plan received funding again in FY 2024 to
partner with their local Maine SNAP-Ed subrecipient organization. The CBOs bring expertise of the New Mainer communities they serve and provided
resources including staff liaisons, space for classes, participant recruitment, etc. that addressed limiting factors to reaching New Mainer communities with
SNAP-Ed programming. All three partnerships successfully implemented SNAP-Ed interventions. The Come Cook with Me (previously Kaaley Ila Kari)
curriculum being implemented with New Mainer participants was updated by the IA to include highly visual handouts available in seven languages other than
English, as well as translated surveys, based on feedback from Nutrition Educators and participants.

Project Description


The goal of the Maine SNAP-Ed project is to improve the nutrition and physical activity behaviors of SNAP-Ed program participants statewide. Utilizing
evidence-based curricula, multi-level public health approaches, and the “Shop, Cook, and Eat Healthy on a Budget” (SCE) social marketing campaign, Maine
SNAP-Ed is designed to reach individuals participating in SNAP and eligible for SNAP-Ed across the age spectrum in a wide variety of settings (child care,
schools, public housing, grocery stores, food pantries, etc.) and through multiple channels to choose healthier lifestyles, consistent with the latest Dietary
Guidelines for Americans.


The Maine SNAP-Ed project is administered by the Office for Family Independence (OFI) at the Maine Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) as
the State Agency (SA) and implemented statewide by the University of New England (UNE) as the Implementing Agency (IA), through subcontracts with 16
subrecipient agencies. The subrecipient agencies hire professional staff, up to 39 Nutrition Educators across the state, who partner with local community
organizations to provide direct nutrition education, virtually and in person, and implement policy, systems, and environmental (PSE) change interventions to
increase healthy nutrition and physical activity supports in their communities.


Nutrition Educators across the state will continue implementation of evidence-based direct education for all age groups, selecting from a menu of nine
curricula. In FY 2022, students participating in the Food Smarts Kids curriculum for 4th – 6th graders significantly increased fruit and vegetable consumption
and physical activity and decreased sugar-sweetened beverage consumption as well. The program’s 39 Nutrition Educators reached 15,345 Maine people
with direct education, amounting to 88,072 contacts (reflecting participants attending multiple sessions in a series). Nutrition Educators also worked on 61
objectives across 9 of 11 available PSE change interventions reaching an estimated 19,000 Maine people. Of those 61 interventions, 37 were new or
expanded PSE supports in 59 sites. At the state level, the SCE social marketing campaign reached 147,549 people and the IA used twice weekly posts on
social media (Facebook and Instagram) and paid digital advertising to support the social marketing campaign with more users following the digital ads to
the website to find recipes, sign up to take a class, or sign up to receive texts. The texting channel had a 45% increase in subscribers for a total of 297, that
directly reached Maine adult subscribers weekly with SCE messages and healthy living resources on their phones.


The IA team at UNE provides implementation management, technical assistance, and training to Nutrition Educators to carry out interventions with fidelity in
their local communities. The IA also coordinates initiatives related to the State Nutrition Action Council (SNAC), a state-level collaborative that works to
coalesce efforts around nutrition education, obesity prevention and food and nutrition security to reach people in Maine with low income. The IA team is
comprised of nutrition and public health professionals with broad experience in obesity prevention and nutrition education, including two Senior Nutrition
Program Coordinators who perform site visits and observe Nutrition Educators teaching classes to ensure fidelity to curricula.

Fundamentals training (85% response rate). (4) The annual Transition Survey to inform program quality improvement was administered to Nutrition

Results and Conclusion:


This evaluation measured progress towards Goal 4 - Strengthen workforce capacity for trauma-informed programming and related annual objectives.


One in-person training for Nutrition Educators was held in June of 2024 and included the following learning outcome: “Embrace a trauma-informed
approach to implement SNAP-Ed programming.”


Post-training survey results:


90% of NEs reported increased confidence using a trauma-informed approach for curriculum delivery overall and by curriculum (Food Smarts Kids, 94%;
Growing Active Readers, 97%; and 10 Tips for Adults 97%)


Leah’s Pantry’s Trauma-Informed Resilience and Nourishment course is designed to increase workforce capacity in approaching direct education and
PSE changes with a trauma-informed lens. The required course was launched synchronously in the spring and added asynchronously to the workforce
onboarding process.

The majority of NEs reported the training provided new (95%) and applicable (92%) strategies


The evidence-based Special Olympics Inclusive Health Fundamentals Training program introduces the concept of providing high quality, inclusive care
to people with intellectual and developmental disabilities (IDD).

95% of NEs reported an increased understanding of IDD


87% have a better understanding of how to promote mental and physical health for participants with IDD


78% reported increased confidence working with participants with IDD


Annual quality improvement evaluation results indicated 92% of NEs are confident using trauma-informed principles to implement both direct education
and PSE change interventions, an increase from 81% and 78% in FY 2023, respectively.


In conclusion, post-training and quality improvement evaluations indicate workforce capacity for trauma-informed programming is high and improving.

Altarum distributed an online survey to all SNAC members to assess indicators from the SNAP-Ed Evaluation Framework and Interpretive Guide,
determine populations served by SNAC member organizations, assess the strength of partnerships, identify opportunities to improve communication
and participation, and identify opportunities and barriers to engaging in subcommittees. The survey was modified from a similar tool utilized in FFY

regularly sharing updates at meetings, and all indicating that they will continue serving on the SNAC in the future. Respondents continued to agree as in
past years’ surveys that their participation on the SNAC is beneficial to their organizations and aligns to their organizations’ missions and goals. Only
half of respondents believe that the level of commitment among all SNAC members is high. In addition, most respondents did not agree that all of the
organizations who need to be part of the SNAC are currently members. Agreement was high among respondents that the SNAC membership
communicates openly with one another, members are kept informed about group activities, and that Maine SNAP-Ed communicates well with the group.
A majority of respondents did not play an active role in planning subcommittee initiatives and time constraints emerged as the top barrier to
subcommittee participation. Findings suggest that there are opportunities to: 1) expand SNAC membership and ensure a comprehensive representation
of organizations, 2) adopt a hybrid SNAC meeting approach going forward to better balance members’ needs, and 3) explore opportunities and barriers
related to subcommittee participation.

The guide was updated in FFY ’24 to identify areas where
programming had changed or evolved from year 1 to year 2 of the initiative.


Results and Conclusion:


In the second year of the RHSE initiative, all three communities had identified and implemented at least one direct nutrition education program.
Interviewees noted a few clear successes. Maine SNAP-Ed was able to leverage sub-recipient organizations to strengthen partnerships established with
CBOs to reach and engage diverse communities across Maine. CBOs see SNAP-Ed programming as a valuable addition to services offered to
immigrant/refugee communities. CBOs value the flexibility, creativity, and coordination skills that nutrition educators use to accommodate the unique
needs of immigrant, refugee, and asylee communities and want to continue partnering with Maine SNAP-Ed. Nutrition educators and CBOs expressed a
desire for additional information about RHSE funding plan programming expectations. Nutrition educators noted continued needs around working with
interpreters and supporting communities where multiple languages and cultures are represented.

The external evaluator for Maine SNAP-Ed planned to conduct six focus groups of participants eligible for SNAP-Ed to evaluate the Shop, Cook, Eat Healthy
on a Budget (SCE) social marketing campaign for awareness, receptivity, potential to impact healthy behaviors and effectiveness of channels used to reach
participants. This was intended to be a follow up of virtual focus groups conducted in FY 2023 by the external evaluator.  


The methods proposed by the external evaluator to recruit participants for the focus groups in FY 2024 involved recruitment through Maine SNAP-Ed
Nutrition Educators, use of a vendor to identify and recruit potential participants, or recruitment through Maine SNAP-Ed partner organizations such as those
on the State Nutrition Action Council (SNAC).   


The burden on Nutrition Educators to recruit participants for focus groups and identify a site to hold the focus groups would be too great, especially in light
of educators being responsible for recruitment and retention of adult participants for SNAP-Ed classes. The other two options for recruitment were not
supported by the SA or IA either, since working with a vendor may result in recruiting participants who are not in the primary audience and some individuals
could be contacted who do not want to be contacted, and involving partners to recruit participants would place an undue burden on the partnership. Since
the external evaluator offered no other options for recruitment of participants for focus groups, the decision was made to not hold the focus groups for the
social marketing campaign.

Nudging Towards Healthy Choices: Collaborating with SNAP Retailer to Promote Healthy Shopping

Activity Description


Policy, systems, and environmental (PSE) change strategies further the Maine SNAP-Ed project goals through the adoption and maintenance of community
interventions that benefit Mainers experiencing low income. Local Nutrition Educators engage with partners to assess the need and readiness for supports
that increase healthy food and physical activity access. The educators facilitate collaboration and uplift community voice through needs assessments and
community convenings. Nutrition Educators are trained to provide technical assistance and consultation, and they are strategically embedded in their
communities, so they can support an inter-organizational infrastructure that ensures ongoing uptake and maintenance of PSE supports.


One of the PSE strategies within the Maine SNAP-Ed project, Healthy Grocery Acquisition, is designed to initiate or expand public health interventions that
improve access to healthy foods at retail or and food pantry settings such as marketing healthy foods and beverages through signage and other
environmental strategies. In Penobscot County, a Nutrition Educator at the local subrecipient, the City of Bangor’s Public Health and Community Services,
identified this strategy as a priority objective for PSE change in FY 2024.


The educator partnered with the Tipped Trailer Co. (ST7), a small food store (fewer than 4 registers), in Newport, Maine to implement ongoing, point-of
decision prompts (MT5), in the form of signage and recipe-ingredient bundling displays that “nudge” shoppers towards easily accessible healthy foods.


89% gained useful knowledge


23% were “very likely” to use MyPlate


43% were “very confident” cooking healthy on a budget


69% reported the educator asked for input in ways that made them feel included


In FY 2024, two modified youth curricula – Growing Active Readers and Food Smarts Kids – were offered at the Mano en Mano Blueberry Harvest
summer school for migrant children (ages 3-13). Participating youth spoke English, Spanish, and Indigenous languages. Curriculum-specific teacher
observation surveys were combined and adapted to collect post-series teacher/assistant feedback. Most (7 “yes,” 1 “unsure”) reported the educator
honored different personal and cultural connections to food. Respondents indicated students:


Were more willing to try new foods (8 “yes”)


Made healthier meal/snack choices (7 “yes,” 1 “unsure”)


Increased physical activity (4 “yes,”4 “unsure”)


In conclusion, modifications will be made to the CCWM instrument to align with SNAP-Ed Evaluation Framework outcome measures. A common
teacher/assistant observation survey will be further adapted for culturally modified youth programming.

The Tipped Trailer Co., “a discount grocery storefront providing name-brand grocery items at severely discounted prices,” was the initiative’s champion (ST6,
“shop” domain). The store’s mission is “to provide the community with affordable groceries without compromising on the shopping experience.” The store
owner established Tipped Trailer as a SNAP retailer, playing a vital role in ensuring access to nutritious food for the community. The engagement with and
support from the Tipped Trailer Co. owner was key to the success of this recipe-ingredient bundling project.


The Newport Cultural Center, a town library and museum, also served as a community partner supporting this project, allowing a nearby location for direct
education programming and promotion of the recipe-ingredient bundling project.


Social and Community Context 


According to Feeding America (2022), Penobscot County has food insecurity rate of 14.3, with 21,870 people experiencing food insecurity.  This is higher
than the state of Maine rate (13.0%) and the national rate (13.5%). The county has large rural areas, and over 8,000 people experiencing low income in
Penobscot County also have low access to grocery stores (USE ERS Food Environment Atlas, 2015).


Collaborative Action 


The store owner worked with the Nutrition Educator to select recipes that included ingredients normally available for purchase. The owner arranged
continuous eye-catching end-cap displays of recipe cards, designed by the Nutrition Educator, along with key ingredients for the recipes, and free copies of
the Maine SNAP-Ed 10 Tips for Adults Cookbook. The Tipped Trailer Co. owner provided monitoring of the project through the store’s point-of-sale system for
the number of EBT sales while the bundling displays were in place. 


The educator applied an equity lens to her nutrition access work. The recipe cards were designed to be as accessible as possible by considering reading
level, colors, inclusion of photos, and resource availability, sharing recipes that did not require uncommon cooking equipment or specialized utensils.


Building on Strengths 


The recipe-ingredient bundling display at the Tipped Trailer Co. reached an estimated 500 individuals, as tracked through the store’s EBT sales. SNAP-Ed
multi-component programming through in-person direct education (LT5) was provided at the Newport Cultural Center, located across the street from the
store, and promotional flyers for the bundling project were provided to direct education participants.


The primary community partner, the Tipped Trailer Co., is ready to help ensure the success long term, with sustainability efforts in progress or in place for this
environmental change initiative (LT10). The project will continue in FY 2025 to fully develop sustainability at the Tipped Trailer Co. and to inform approaches
for expanding and adapting the bundling system for other food access sites.


Conclusion


The recipe-ingredient bundling collaboration with a local small food store helped increase access to nutritious foods and recipes for shoppers at the Tipped
Trailer Co. committed support from the store’s owner is ensuring that Newport residents will continue to be positively impacted by this project. The educator
has identified additional settings to expand healthy recipe-ingredient bundling, such as food pantries serving Penobscot County residents.

The Maine SNAP-Ed project’s Healthy Grocery Acquisition PSE change strategy works to create, enhance, and support interventions in retail or pantry
settings that increase the availability and acquisition of healthy foods and beverages. In Acadia County, the Nutrition Educator at the local subrecipient,
Healthy Acadia (HA), identified this strategy as a priority objective for PSE change in FYs 2023 and 2024.


HA is a community coalition working to improve health in Hancock and Washington counties. Their mission is to “empower people and organizations as we
build healthy communities together. We address the critical health challenges our communities face and make it possible for all people to lead healthier lives
throughout Hancock and Washington counties, and across Maine.”  The HA team engaged with the Bar Harbor Food Pantry and other mission-aligned non-
profits and representatives from the hospitality industry with the aim of connecting seasonal and migrant agricultural workers with nutritious food and
evidence-based nutrition education. 


Story Narrative


Community Assets


Several food security organizations are working to alleviate hunger and connect people in Hancock County to wellness resources. To augment this work, the
objective of the PSE change initiative was to assess the assets and barriers to seasonal workers accessing food, with the long-term goal of improving
access to culturally relevant food security resources. To accomplish this, the HA educator engaged with and integrated into the community, assessing the
needs and interests of partners and seasonal workers (ST5) by attending local events such as cultural movie nights, community nights, and talks/lectures.
The educator connected directly with seasonal workers to understand their lifestyles and preferences, learning workers are most available when they arrive in
May.  


Bar Harbor Food Pantry, whose mission is “Building food security to strengthen the greater Mount Desert Island (MDI) community,” was the initiative’s
champion (ST6, “shop” domain). Active partners included YWCA MDI and Open Table MDI, providing human resources, recruitment, and consultation (ST7).
College of the Atlantic (COA), Island Take Out, Jackson Lab, and Witham Family Hotels were also community assets.


Social and Community Context


MDI’s summer hospitality industry relies on hundreds of seasonal. Additionally, an estimated 1,500-3,000 migrant farmworkers and their families arrive
annually to Downeast Maine (Hancock and Washington counties) for the blueberry harvest. Many of the seasonal workers are of Caribbean descent.


The food insecurity rate in Hancock County is 12.7% (Map the Meal Gap, 2022), and the Bar Harbor Food Pantry is heavily frequented by seasonal and
migrant workers.


Collaborative Action


The Nutrition Educator met regularly with community partners and determined that a public event to welcome seasonal workers in May would support the
nutrition security needs of the seasonal community. An organizing team was established to plan a Cultural Fusion Fest, leveraging $7,000 to support the
event (LT9). The team included a Jamaican chef, who worked with the educator to create a fish stew recipe that fused New England cuisine with Jamaican
flavors and cooking styles, as well as the YWCA, COA, and Open MDI, a hunger-relief non-profit (ST7). The educator also worked with the local taxi system to
support transportation to the community event.


Types of Partners Involved

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Building on Strengths


The PSE change work resulted in several nutrition security activities that supported the integration of culturally relevant, healthy, traditional foods at food
distribution sites, reaching an estimated 350 people (MT5). The systems change included the establishment of an annual community cultural event, delivery
of direct education (using pantry ingredients) at the food pantry, and the creation of a nutrition security team focused on cultural food accessibility.


Multi-component programming included direct education – reaching 125 people—as well as marketing, parent/community involvement, and staff training on
continuous program implementation (LT5).


Conclusion 


The SNAP-Ed systems change, with its focus on cultural and community connection, facilitated and expanded local efforts to connect all community
members to nutrition and wellness resources. Mechanisms are in place to maintain the project, with Farming & Food Systems faculty at COA committed to
sustaining the work to ensure ongoing impact (LT10).

(bean stew) and continued to host informational tables outside the food pantry for new opportunities or as places to gather information from the community
members.

Maine SNAP-Ed did not experience any major challenges in implementing the Maine SNAP-Ed project in FY 2024. 


Challenges continue to exist with recruitment and retention of eligible adults to participate in Maine SNAP-Ed programming, specifically with series-based
nutrition education curricula.  


While adult participant reach increased from FY 2023 (2,419) to FY 2024 (2,987) by 23.5%, Maine SNAP-Ed continues to explore opportunities to expand
reach to eligible adults that address barriers to accessing in-person classes including time constraints, limited childcare, access to transportation,
geographic gaps in programming and other challenges. 


Describe how project and nonproject activities were or will be modified to address these challenges.
In April 2024, the IA began offering the Maine SNAP-Ed Online Nutrition Course (EatFresh Mini Course developed by Leah's Pantry) that consists of 15 self-
paced, micro learning modules covering core nutrition principles and food resource management skills designed for audiences with low-literacy and
beginning computer skills. The course is hosted in an asynchronous learning platform now accessible through the Maine SNAP-Ed website, is offered in both
English and Spanish, and was promoted via digital ads in Aroostook County, an area of the state where there were identified gaps in access to direct
education programming for adults.


Nine participants engaged with the course in FY 2024. In order to expand reach, in FY 2025, the course will be promoted more broadly via digital ads targeted
to the 50 low-income zip codes across Maine.

Other solutions to help prevent or overcome the challenge of recruitment and retention of adult participants in series-based nutrition education curricula
include Nutrition Educators:


1. Identifying, building and strengthening partnerships with community partners that support promotion of classes, recruitment of participants and/or
space to hold classes.


2. Offering NERI to participants at classes to reinforce engagement with and interest in cooking and nutrition education. 
3. Promoting the Maine SNAP-Ed Online Nutrition Course to eligible members of the community who experience barriers to attending in person classes.

Key Activities
The State Agency is the lead, and the Implementing Agency is the co-lead and facilitates the Maine SNAP-Ed State Nutrition Action Council (SNAC), a
state-level collaborative that works to coalesce efforts around nutrition education, obesity prevention and food and nutrition security to reach people in
Maine with low income. Membership includes state-level public health, obesity prevention and food and nutrition security leaders, from state agencies
and offices, non-profit and non-government organizations as well as representation from Nutrition Educators and their directors at the subrecipient
organizations. The SNAC supports community capacity to plan and achieve changes in nutrition, physical activity, nutrition security and obesity
prevention policies and practices. The SNAC’s members worked together to increase collective impact statewide. Maine’s SNAC has close to 50
members, planned to meet quarterly and in FY 2024 met four times. At meetings, members participated in the MCH Title V Block Grant Needs
Assessment, the SNAP-Ed Needs Assessment, and a member presented on the Maine Senior FarmShare Program (MSFP).


The two subcommittees of the SNAC met regularly to implement selected initiatives. Federal Food Programs (FFP) Subcommittee met once and
promoted SUN Bucks through Instagram posts and distributed Hot Lunch Summer materials statewide. Wraparound Services Subcommittee met three
times and coordinated GusNIP nutrition incentives through the Maine Federation of Farmers’ Markets, Maine Harvest Bucks, using postcards to SNAP
recipients that promoted select farmers markets, SNAP-Ed nutrition programming and MSFP. Subcommittees’ initiatives are measured by a shared-
measurement process and outcome results will be highlighted in an annual infographic.

Description of the outcome of the consultation and how it impacted the SNAP-Ed plan
During FY 2024, members of the IA staff and Wabanaki Public Health and Wellness (WPHW) staff communicated regularly, via email, Zoom and in
person, to ensure successful delivery of SNAP-Ed programming for the Wabanaki Nations. WPHW, a subrecipient of Maine SNAP-Ed, is an organization
that serves four federally recognized Tribes in five communities with public health and wellness services. Mark Robinson, WPHW Community Education
Manager and supervisor for the two Nutrition Educators, Kelvin Liriano and Connie Paradis (formerly Smith), is a member of the State Nutrition Action
Council (SNAC) and participated in the Maine SNAP-Ed needs assessment process that informed the FY 2025 Maine SNAP-Ed Plan. Mark supported
Kelvin and Connie in completing and submitting their FY 2025 workplan, contributing to the FY 2025 Maine SNAP-Ed Plan. 


The SA and IA conducted a Site Visit and Class Observation of Kelvin Liriano teaching the Growing Active Readers curriculum at Sipayik Elementary
School on May 21, 2024, as part of the Management Evaluation (ME). The SA and IA also conducted interviews as part of the ME, with Kelvin in his role
as the Maine SNAP-Ed Nutrition Educator and with Mark in his role as the Director/Supervisor for Maine SNAP-Ed at the subrecipient organization. The
interview with Mark took place via Zoom on May 30, 2024. The outcome of the site visit, class observation and interviews demonstrated that WPHW
staff are providing evidence-based, culturally appropriate SNAP-Ed programming that help to improve dietary nutritional quality and provide cooking
skills that benefit Wabanaki Nations communities.       


Description of written comments received and outcome
Stephanie Zahares, IA Senior Nutrition Program Coordinator - Curricula Lead (SNPC), is the direct contact at the IA providing support, technical
assistance, onboarding and orientation, and training for the WPHW Nutrition Educators, Kelvin Liriano and Connie Paradis. In FY 2024, Stephanie
supported Connie in applying to attend the UMaine Cooperative Extension Master Food Preserver Volunteer Training Program. Connie was accepted into
and completed the program. Connie becoming a Master Food Preserver Volunteer supports her policy, systems and environmental (PSE) change
initiative with food pantries for the distribution and consumption of healthy, culturally appropriate foods. 


The SNPC has regular check in meetings with WPHW Nutrition Educators and reviews the monthly reporting they are required to submit to provide
ongoing support.
