	Online training videos and follow up quizzes are expected to require a total of approximately 4 hours to complete.  In-person training will require two to two- and one-half days on site, plus travel time to the training location.  Previous training took place in Portsmouth, NH, and although not confirmed at present, this location is the preferred location based on accessibility to EPA Region 1 states and allows excellent water access and launching facilities for onboard training.
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
