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Maine Monthly Pertussis Surveillance Report
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Date of Report: Nov 18, 2019

This update summarizes cases of pertussis reported to the Maine Center for Disease Control from January 1% through
October 31%, 2019. There were 20 pertussis cases reported statewide in October, compared to 64 reported cases in
2018 and a 5-year median of 27 during that same time (see below graph). Seven counties had rates of pertussis above
the state rate: Cumberland, Hancock, Knox, Lincoln, Waldo, Washington and York. Year to date, most cases were in kids
between the ages of 11-19 (48.1%), the average age was 14.7 years and the median age was 13 years.

No outbreaks were reported in October.

® Pertussis spreads by coughing and sneezing while in close contact with others, who then
breathe in the bacteria. Practice good hand hygiene to prevent the spread of respiratory
illnesses.

O Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when you cough or sneeze.
O Put your used tissue in the waste basket.
O Cough or sneeze into your upper sleeve or elbow, not your hands, if you don’t have a
tissue.
O Wash your hands often with soap and water for at least 20 seconds or use an
alcohol-based hand rub if soap and water are not available.
