Subject: Continuing Education Requirement

Date: January 4, 2016

The Maine Immunization Program (MIP) is requiring that all Vaccines for Children (VFC) enrolled providers complete a
Storage and Handling training during 2016. The primary and secondary vaccine managers are required to complete this;
however the MIP strongly encourages all staff involved with vaccine storage and handling to participate as well.

In order to fulfill this requirement, a provider must do ONE of the following:

Complete the Storage and Handling - You Call the Shots online module at:

Attend a VFC regional training presented by the Maine Immunization Program. These will be offered in four
different locations during 2016.

Attend a training from Maine Health (only for providers affiliated with Maine Health).
Providers who receive any of the following types of site visit from an MIP staff will also fulfill this requirement:

e VFC Compliance Site visit
¢ VFC Enrollment Storage and Handling visit

Please be aware that this educational training will be required on an annual basis and when new employees are
hired. A provider site must notify MIP within 7 days if your facility has a change in a vaccine manager position. MIP will
not supply vaccine to new facilities unless both the primary and secondary vaccine managers have completed a Storage
and Handling training.
