Certification is due to the state within 10 
days of completing distribution. Deliver by 

phone, electronically, hand delivery, by 
mail, or other state approved method. 

Notify all PWS customers of ALE within 24 hours of receiving results. 
Include a description and date of exceedance, mandatory health effects 

language, and PWS contact information. Deliver by broadcast media 
(radio, television), posting in prominent locations within service area, 
hand delivery, or other state approved method. Notify State within 24 
hours of receiving results. Include a copy of all distributed materials. 

Certify completion within 10 days of distribution.
