The following requirements are specified for the certification of law enforcement officers as prosecutors of municipal ordinance violations as required by 30-A M.R.S. § 2671 (3) and traffic infractions in Motor Vehicle statutes, outlined in 29-A M.R.S.

Prerequisite for Admission:

A. Be certified as a law enforcement officer, and 

B. Be designated by the Chief Law Enforcement Officer of that agency.

Each participant must prosecute in a moot setting a municipal ordinance violation and/or traffic infraction.

C. In-Service training following certification as deemed necessary by the Board.
