WHEREAS, the State designates the month of February as American History Month in 
accordance with Sec. 1 MRS§ 113; 

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that I, Janet T. Mills, Governor of the State of Maine, do 
hereby proclaim the month of February as 

American History Month 

throughout the State of Maine, and I urge all citizens to recognize this observation in schools and 
other suitable places with appropriate ceremony and activity.
