WHEREAS, the development of vaccines for smallpox, polio, measles, mumps, rubella, 
seasonal flu, and pneumonia save countless lives every year and reduce the burden of widespread

WHEREAS, vaccinations are a critical part of well-care for both children and adults; and 

WHEREAS, in 2019, Maine's rate of vaccine-preventable whooping cough in children was the 
highest in the nation; and 

WHEREAS, Maine adults who do not receive regular vaccinations against flu, pneumococcal, 
Herpes Zoster (shingles), Hepatitis A and B, and meningococcal risk contracting vaccine­
preventable illnesses and possibly death; and 

WHEREAS, information about the safety, availability, and importance ofregular immunizations 
is critical to increasing the number of children and adults who are adequately vaccinated; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Janet T. Mills, Governor of the great State of Maine, do hereby 
proclaim August 2020 as
