Personal Electronic Devices/Other Personal Items

In order to maintain an effective learning environment, MP3, Ipods, I touch, camcorders, flip cameras, games, pagers, laser pens/pointers, etc., are not permitted in school during the school day. Exceptions to this may be made during bus travel for field trips and athletic events at the discretion of the teacher or coach. Students bringing belongings on trips assume the responsibility for those devices.

Large amounts of money, valuable watches, jewelry, and other prized possessions should not be brought to school.  Cellular phones must be kept in lockers and used for after-school parent communication only. The school cannot be responsible for the loss or damage of the above items.

E-Readers*

In recognizing that e-readers are growing in popularity and are increasingly being used to support literacy instruction and personal reading, an exception will be made for bringing e-readers, for the sole purpose of reading, to school under the following conditions:

1. an understanding that the student

· will comply with the York School Department Student Computer and Internet Use policy and will not use the e-reader for any purpose other than for reading age-appropriate content already downloaded on the device
· will assume responsibility for the e-reader while on school property and will not loan the e-reader to another student in school or during school bus travel whether to/from school for on field trips or athletic events, or leave the e-reader unsupervised (on desk, in hall, on school bus, etc.) at any time; and 

2. a waiver is signed and returned to the school office by the parent/guardian acknowledging that

· the above expectations have been read and discussed with the student,

· the parent/guardian assumes financial responsibility for any loss or damage that may occur while the e-reader is on school property, and

· the e-reader contains only age-appropriate reading material.
