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1. Overview

1.1. Document Definitions and Naming Conventions

This section describes/defines the naming conventions applied in this document.

File Layout Definitions

· Attribute – The name of the data element in the database, as well as the name of the XML tag.

· Caption – The label on the User Interface that defines the data element.

· Description – A textual description of the data element.

· R/C – Required/Conditional. Required specifies that the data element is required by the interface for the transaction to successful submit. Conditional means that specified conditions must be adhere to by the interface for the transaction to successful submit. No value specifies that the data element is optional by the interface for the transaction to submit.

· Type – The data type of the data element.

· VarChar – Variable Character text. Alphanumeric data.

· Byte – Unsigned character.

· Char – Character. Fixed length alphanumeric text, required to meet the exact specified size.

· Date – Date Format YYYY-MM-DD

· Decimal – Numeric value with a specified decimal position (9,3) = 999999999.999 

· Boolean –True/False. True conditions = “true”, False conditions = “false”.

· Memo – Alphanumeric Text with a maximum of 1500 characters. 

· Currency – Numeric, with two decimal positions. Format 9999.99.

· Integer – Numeric value, a whole number.

· Long - Numeric value, a long whole number.

· Size – The (numeric) size of the data element

· MFASIS (ADV3.x) Notes – Notes specific to the Advantage 3.x (new MFASIS) data element.

· CVL – Coded Value List, the value of the data element must come from the CVL table specified in the MFASIS (ADV3.x)  Notes.

· MFASIS (ADV2.x)  Derivation Notes – Notes specific to translating MFASIS (Advantage 2.x)  document layout data to Advantage 3.x.

1.2. Document Usage

Within the State of Maine financial system, departments and external agencies generate payments, originating in their own, independent, external systems. These systems currently interface PV (Payment Voucher) documents to MFASIS.  The new Advantage 3.x system equivalent of PV documents are referred to as PRC and GAX documents. 
Agency partners which submit payment documents through an interface will receive a Disbursement Feedback file once the payments have been processed during the nightly batch cycle.  Disbursement Feedback is extracted from the Automated Disbursements table.  It contains payment feedback for both physical checks and electronic fund transfers for a specific interface partner.  
This document is used to help the interface partner reconcile payments in their external systems.  In the MFASIS system, only a finite number of interface partners could receive payment feedback.  In the new Advantage 3.x system, all interface partners that submit payment documents are eligible to receive payment feedback.
Each interface partner will receive a fixed length ASCII file containing data for the payments that were disbursed successfully during the most recent batch cycle.
A list of agencies receiving disbursement feedback is specified below in the Document Prefixes section.
 

1.3. Logical Document Component Structure

 The Automated Disbursements (Payment) Feedback File consists of an ASCII  text file generated from the Advantage 3.x Automated Disbursements table.  Each line of the file will contain an accounting line record for each payment that was successfully disbursed during the most recent batch cycle.  

Parts of the Automated Disbursement  document:

The Automated Disbursement document has 3 components. These components will be populated during Automated Disbursements portion of the nightly batch cycle:
Header - contains information common to all lines, such as date-of-record, budget fiscal year, accounting period, and bank account.    
Vendor – contains information specific to the vendor, such as discount terms, disbursement options, and address information.
Accounting Line – in this section include Event Type, Line Amount, Chart of Accounts fields that comprise a funding distribution, and additional reference information.

The feedback file name will contain a date (e.g.  IND0227FEEDBACK1.TXT).  .  A copy of the file is automatically archived for historical purposes.

1.4.8 Exception Processing – Bank Account Number (for Medicaid/MECMS Payment Interface ONLY)
In order to meet federal HIPAA  requirements, all Medicaid EFT Payments (MECMS system) MUST include the ABA-NUMBER, BANK-ACCT-NUMBER and CHECKING-SAVINGS-IND.  The ACCT_NO column in AD_DOC_HDR is encrypted on the AD document.  For this particular interface partner, special processing will be needed to extract this data from the output of the EF/ACH batch job (EFACHXMLFormatFile.xml).

1.4.10   Selection Criteria/Disbursement Parameters

Compare System Date (APPL_SYS_DT IN APPCTRL) to EFT/Check payment date of AD documents.

PARM_NM = ‘APPL_SYS_DT’ 

PARM_VL is the application system date.  It should be less than < A.DOC_REC_DT_CD, which is the EFT/Check payment date.
1.4.11   Build Approach
1. Perform a single extract from the Advantage AD tables for all interfaced disbursements paid today.  Sort the file by document ID (which denotes their interface partner).  Use Pervasive Data Integrator (PDI) to perform the extract.
2. Write a script or use PDI to parse the records into 32 separate interface partner feedback files.   Pass a parameter list of all interface document prefixes.  If using PDI, this process will run iteratively, 32 times.
1.4.12   Unit Testing Approach

For each interface partner that submits a payment interface file:

1. The Advantage Interface team will manually run the AD and the EF/ACH chain of jobs.

2. The Advantage Interface team will manually run the PDI script(s) to create the feedback files. 

3. The Advantage Interface team will manually FTP or email the feedback file to the interface partner or to the interface partners’ Outbound folder, if it exists.

4. The Advantage Interface team will notify the interface partner that their feedback file has been created.   
1.4.13   System Testing Approach

System Testing will validate that the Advantage Interface infrastructure is in place to automatically process all Inbound and Outbound interfaces.

The following must be in place:

1. The Inbound and Outbound directory structure exists.

2. Scripts to run the batch cycle are written.

3. Espresso (Cybermation) Job Scheduler jobs have been defined and built.

4. Security is in place so that interface partners can only access their specified folders.

System Testing will entail:

1. The Interface Partner will FTP a payment file to their respective Inbound folder on the Central Repository.

2. The Job Scheduler will automatically move the file to the Advantage application server and process the file.

3. The Job Scheduler will automatically run the nightly batch cycle jobs.

4. The outbound feedback files will be automatically moved to the interface partner’s Outbound folder.

There are future plans for automatic email notification once the feedback file is available.  

1.4.14   Issues/Questions

1. How do we extract EF/ACH data and combine it with AD data?  How do we address the encrypted bank account for MECMS payments?   David Schoenfeld sent an example PDI script on 2/2/06.
2. How do we pass external parameters to the Pervasive Data Integrator (PDI) tool?  Requested example from David Schoenfeld.   (Received PDI example 2-1-06.)
3. How do we specify the highest or final version of document?  Ask Jeremy Krishnan.  (Question posed 1-31-06.  Answered 1-31-06)     

If I were to query for check and EFT documents created and processed to final within a 24 hour period I would query the AD_DOC_HDR and MD_DOC_HDR tables for the following:

Document Type (doc_typ) = AD (this will pick up AD and EFT documents) or MD

Phase (doc_phase_cd) = Final

Document Version Number (doc_vers_no?)=1

Document Creation Date (doc_appl_crea_dt) is between Time X and Time Y

The above would pickup all original disbursements created and not cancelled within a given time period.  If a disbursement was created and cancelled in the same day then the phase code of version 1 would be Historical final and thus excluded.   I think this is what you are looking for?

I included MD documents just in case SoM will use these.  

I chose Document Creation Date because this will reflect the application date rather than the user defined Check Date (defined on DISPA) that appears in the Record Date field on the AD Header.
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
