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1. Overview 

1.1. Usage 

Interface XML transaction files must have a .XML file extension when the transaction file is submitted to the FTP server. The MFASIS Interface XML transaction files must also have an accompanying .INF, which will contain interface transaction file information, with the same filename as the .XML transaction file. The .INF is a text formatted file except with the .INF file extension.
Example: MFASIS interface transaction files required to be submitted via FTP.
Filename.xml 
( ASP0901GAX1.xml
Filename.inf 
( ASP0901GAX1.inf
Currently, interfacing partners are not required to create/send information files (.INF) with their interface files that are submitted to MFASIS.  However, a new interface requirement for MFASIS interfacing partners is that each interface file submitted via FTP will require an accompanying .INF file which will contain the following information: department code, transaction code or table name, and interface file counts and totals. 

On a separate note, interface partners are asked to use the Batch ID, naming convention specifications for the Batch ID are contained within this document, as the filename for the interface transaction files (.xml and .inf) submitted to MFASIS.  Also, interface partners are expected to make backups of their MFASIS interface transaction files (.xml and .inf) information files prior to submitting their files via FTP (in the event that they need to resend the data), as the .xml/.inf files may not be persistent within the MFASIS FTP infrastructure.  See the corresponding document interface General Systems Design for information concerning the directory structure on the FTP server.
1.2. Document Definitions and Naming Conventions

The following describes/defines the naming conventions applied in this document.

· TagName/Value Pairs: 

· TagName – The name of the variable assigned.

· Value – the value associated with the corresponding TagName.
· Terminator – Each TagName/Value pair ends with or is terminated by a semicolon (;) and a carriage return and line feed.

	· The Department/Agency Code should match the Document Department in each document/table row in the interface transaction file. The DeptCode is assigned as per the table in section 2.4.

	The interface partner will be required to submit the Document Creator for the transaction.
	· The interface partner should use the Doc Creator which is consistent with the Doc Creator used to submit the interface file via the MFASIS FTP.

	The interface partner will be required to submit a Unit Code.
	· The Unit must be a valid unit code for the department /agency and must be the unit code confirmed with OSC for submitting the interface file.  Unit, previously referred to as Report Org.  For the .INF file, the UnitCode is assigned as per the table in section 2.4. It contains the 3 character interface identifier followed by the number 1.

	The interface partner will be required to submit the import date of the interface transaction.
	· Date Format.: YYYY-MM-DD

	The interface partner will be conditionally required to submit the MFASIS Transaction Code. If the interface transaction is a table, then the tag is required, however, leave the value blank (like in Example 2).
	· Transaction Code will match the Document Code from the interface transaction file for Document based transactions. 
· If the transaction file is a table load, then leave the value blank.

	The interface partner will be conditionally required to submit the MFASIS Table Name. If the interface transaction is a document, then the tag is required, however, leave the value blank, (like in Example 2).
	· Data Object/Table Name will match the Table Name for the interface transaction file. 

· If the transaction file is a document load, then leave the value blank.

Example 1: TableName = R_SCHED_INV_GEN;

	The interface partner will be required to provide the number of transactions submitted in the interface transaction file.
	· Numeric whole number.

Example Format: 999
	

	TransDollarAmount
	C
	The interface partner will be conditionally required to provide the total dollar (sum) amount for the transaction file submitted. A few transactions will not require a total dollar (sum) amount. If the transaction does not require that a dollar amount is provided, then the tag is required, however, leave the value blank, (like in Example 2).
	· Numeric with two decimal positions. 
Example Format: 9999.99

· If there is no Dollar Amount associated with the transaction then leave the value blank.

Example 1: TransDollarAmount = 1000.00; 
Example: 2 TransDollarAmount = ;

The .inf file, which similar to a text file but with a .inf extension, must be submitted with the interface transaction with the same filename as the interface .xml transaction filename:
