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Chapter 2:
ANNUAL FUNDRAISING ACTIVITY REPORTS
SUMMARY: This chapter explains how charitable organizations and professional solicitors shall calculate their remittances and retentions from the prior year in order to comply with the requirement to file an annual report of the prior year’s fundraising activity.
NOTE: Specialized terms used in this chapter are defined in 9 M.R.S.A. §5003.

1.
Charitable Organizations:
A charitable organization shall use the total dollar amount of contributions raised, contributions retained by all professional solicitors, and contributions remitted to the charitable organization in calculating the annual percentages of contributions retained and remitted.
2.
Professional Solicitors:
A professional solicitor shall use the total dollar amount of contributions it raised, the total dollar amount it retained, and the total dollar amount it remitted to charitable organizations in calculating the annual percentages of contributions retained and remitted.

Illustration of Calculation: The correct and incorrect procedures for calculating annual percentages are illustrated below:
