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Chapter 3:
ENFORCEMENT AND DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES
SUMMARY: This chapter sets forth the right of an applicant or a registrant to appeal certain regulatory actions. This chapter also specifies the enforcement and disciplinary procedures used by the Office.
NOTE: Specialized terms used in this chapter are defined in 9 M.R.S.A. §5003.

1.
Appeal of Registration Denial

Any denial or refusal to renew a registration may be appealed to the Office. The applicant must file the appeal with the Office, in writing, within 30 days of receipt of notice of the action being appealed. An adjudicatory hearing will be scheduled by the Office upon receipt of a timely appeal. Non-timely appeals will be denied without hearing.

2.
Disciplinary Procedure

The Office will follow the procedures for investigating and processing complaints contained in the Administrative Complaint Procedure used by the Office for the professional and occupational licensing boards and regulatory functions administered by the Office. The Administrative Complaint Procedure is available from the Office and may also be read on the Office’s web site, maineprofessionalreg.org.
